Rockdale Federal Credit Union held its 2010 annual meeting Monday, March 29" at the KC Hall
in Rockdale.

RFCU has grown to over $60 million in assets and serves over 8600 member accounts.

$8,321,657; Total Loans $21,206,473; and Total Investments $31,177,238. Supervisory Committee Chair
Earnesteen Smith presented reports on the RFCU annual audit, annual National Credit Union
Administration (NCUA) Exam and the 2009 member account verification with all having excellent
results. RFCU continues to be a very strong and well capitalized credit union, looking forward to serving
its members for generations to come. All deposits are NCUA federally insured up to a minimum of
$250,000 backed by the full faith and credit of the United States government.

RFCU President Ron Montgomery thanked all the Members, Staff, Board, Nominating
Committee, Supervisory Committee and all past RFCU volunteers for their strong support of RFCU over
the many years. He thanked the KC’s for their hard work to provide such a good meeting hall for special
events. He recognized Fred Marshal for having served 30 years as RFCU Board Chairman. Mr.
Montgomery stated that RFCU remains very strongly capitalized and well able to handle any bumps in
the road caused by the national and local economies. RFCU looks forward to continuing their excellent
service to all its members for many years to come.
